SESSION 3, WEEK 1 - MARCH 28 - APRIL 2
What to Watch For

This week you will see how God instructs the Israelites to feel when they come up
against an enemy that seems too big to handle. Maybe this should inform the
“enemies” we face as well (Ch. 20)!? We’ll see what God thinks about a man who is
hanged on a tree (Ch. 21). There’s a law that permits women to spit in the face of a
man - let’s not get any ideas (Ch. 25)! God lays out the pathway to achieving blessing
in life (Ch. 28) and Moses commissions Joshua as Moses prepares to hand over the
reins of leadership. Finally, in Chapter 32 we’ll see a song of Moses that was meant to
serve as a reminder for the people when they inevitably would find themselves in
tough places. It’s a reminder that God proved to be faithful and they would be
foolish to depart from him or to think that God may not love them. God is faithful, he
loves us, and he greatly desires our faithfulness and love as well.

DISCUSSION QUESTIONS

Use these for personal reflection, family devotional time, or in any other group discussion setting.

1.In Chapter 20 we see that God instructs the people to not be afraid when an enemy comes up against
them. What’s the reasoning behind this? Do you have any enemies in your life right now that are
threatening you? Are you fearful? Are you anxious? What might God be inviting you to do with those
emotions and thoughts?

2.In Chapter 31 we see Moses commissioning Joshua and giving him some words of encouragement. What
teachings are given to Joshua that would also be helpful for you in your life? Is it true that God always goes
before us, or are there instances, maybe due to our own weakness and failures, that God may not be
paving the way before us? What role does our obedience play in our ability to stand on the assurance that
God goes before us? Are there any areas you’re not walking in obedience? Would you invite God to take
over the lead in that area of your life?

3.Read the song of Moses in Chapter 32. What words or phrases jump out at you as you read this? What parts
of this song serve as a great reminder for those who might be tempted to turn away from God or to believe
that God doesn’t care for them? Where does it say the vine of the enemy flows from (32:31-32)? What does
this mean for us as Christians? Where does our vine flow from? What/Who is the vine we’re meant to hold
onto? Practically speaking, what does it look like to hold onto that vine?
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
